FUND OBJECTIVE, STRATEGY AND RISKS (Class A EUR)

The product aims to provide shareholders with exposure to various asset classes indirectly through investments in units or shares of undertakings for collective
investment.

Under normal market conditions, the product's portfolio mainly consists of shares of undertakings for collective investment with variable capital (“UCI"). The product
may invest up to 60% of its net assets in shares of undertakings for collective investment investing mainly in shares and/or other securities giving access to the capital
of companies in global developed and emerging markets (the “Global Equity Component of the Portfolio”).
