The product aims to increase the value of your investment over the long term.

Under normal market conditions, the product invests primarily in shares of issuers around the world, including emerging markets. It also invests in other types of securities
consistent with its investment objective. The product may use derivatives for investment purposes or to reduce investment risk (hedging).

In order to diversify the sources of performance, the product is managed by different fund managers of TreeTop Asset Management, each of them applying their own
approach to global active management.

The manager's objective is to hedge positions in currencies other than EUR representing more than 2.5% of the net asset value of the product.

This product does not distribute dividends (which means that the income generated is added to the price of the product).

You may place orders to buy or sell the product on a daily basis.

The product is aimed at individual investors wishing to invest for the long term (we recommend an investment horizon of 6 years). The investor must have a good
knowledge of the risks associated with financial markets and be prepared to accept capital losses due to fluctuations in the value of the assets in the portfolio.
